The late D. Rabinovitch established a dry goods and men’s furnishings store in this
building in 1893. In the late 50s, Ramsey Monaghan took over management of the
business until he retired in 1990. Barry Peters then established Barry’s Men's Wear and
operated here until 1997. In 1997, Dave Destoop purchased the building from the
Rabinovitch family, remodelled extensively and opened the Blue Moon Café. The Café
closed in the fall of 2000.
